Corner | would like to share a story Chuck Swindoll told on his radio program, Insight for Living.

There once was a boy on a high school football team. He suited up and sat on the bench,
but he had a lackadaisical attitude and everything he did showed it. His attitude was, "Nothing's a big deal... so what...
who cares." His coach tried to encourage the boy and called him out to play frequertly, but he had such poor results
that he began to call him less and less. One day a telegram came for the boy. He was even too lazy to read it, so the
coach read it to him. [t said, "Your father has died; come home immediately." The coach was so moved he put his arms
around the boy and held him. The following Friday there was another game. The boy suited up as usual, but the team
went into the third quarter without the coach calling him to play. Finally, with the team way behind, the boy begged to
play. Since they were losing anyway, the coach finally sent him in. From then on the boy did everything right. He
passed. He tackled. He ran. He caught. The game turned around and they won! Amazed, the coach asked what had
changed.
